Developing A Global Health And Safety Process/Metri  cs In A De-Centralized Multinational
Corporation: Nancy P. Orr, CIH, CSP

Becton Dickinson and Company (BD) is US based multinational medical technology, Biosciences and
| » _diagnostics company with over 28,000 associates. With more than 60 manufacturing sites, and more
f& ‘a5 than half of them outside the US, it is a highly de-centralized operation. Three years ago BD began a
journey to focus on the same four key safety activities and measures to improve our safety performance. BD
conducted extensive training and coaching, and we implemented a web-based data management tool to measure
and track our performance globally. This year we added environmental targets to this effort. Now, with a couple
of years of data, we can see a profound increase in safety awareness at our sites and we are starting to see a
measurable shift in our safety performance.

Nancy Orr is the BD Director of Global Environment, Health and Safety. Nancy has more than 28 years
experience in the EHS field. It includes private consulting, corporate health and safety management, field industrial
hygiene work and as a compliance officer for OSHA.

She has held numerous roles within regional and national AIHA. She has been a Councilor for the American
Academy of Industrial Hygiene, a Trustee of the American Industrial Hygiene Foundation, and is the in-coming
Chair of the AIHA’s Safety Committee.

Anticipated ICR 56 Changes Relating to Fire/Life Sa__fety: Christopher Alonge, PE.

Christopher Alonge is an Associate Safety and Health Engineer with the Engineering Services
Unit in the Division of Safety and Health, New York State Department of Labor. He is responsible
for supervision of engineering staff, and technical review and approval of plans and applications to
ensure compliance with New York State Department of Labor safety and health requirements. His
current duties include review and approval of site-specific variance petitions and updating existing New York State
Industrial Code Rules, including Industrial Code Rule 56 Asbestos. His previous experience includes four years as
an environmental engineer for the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation where he
specialized in investigation and remediation of superfund sites, voluntary cleanup program sites and Brownfield
Sites. Prior to state service, Mr. Alonge worked ten years in environmental consulting, primarily working as a
designer for asbestos and lead abatement projects. He has a Bachelor of Science degree in Atmospheric Science,
an Associate in Science degree in Engineering and a Master of Science degree in Environmental Engineering
from Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute and is a New York State Licensed Professional Engineer, as well as a
Certified Code Enforcement Official in New York State.




Climate Change and Occupational Hygiene: Michael J. West, CIH, CSP, CEP.

Director - Pfizer Global EHS Department Occupational Hygiene since 2006. In this position,

Michael is responsible for development of global programs aimed at reducing colleague exposures

to potentially hazardous agents which may result in adverse health effects. Prior to moving to

Global EHS, Michael worked in the Pfizer Global Mfg EHS department from 2000-2006. Michael

Before joining Warner-Lambert, he held positions in the EHS field at Revlon, Schering-
Plough, Columbia University, Einstein College of Medicine, the N.J. Department of Environmental Protection and
the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. Michael has a Master’s degree in Environmental Sciences from the NJ
Institute of Technology and a Bachelor’'s degree in Environmental Sciences from Rutgers University. He holds the
professional designations of Certified Industrial Hygienist, Certified Safety Professional and Certified
Environmental Professional.

NYSDOH asbestos safety training program: Kevin Malone.

Section Chief for the New York State Department of Health (NYSDOH) Asbestos Safety Training

Program located within the Bureau of Occupational Health. Mr. Malone has a background in

environmental and public health protection and previously worked in the NYSDOH Bureau of Toxic

Substance Assessment performing research and investigations on toxic substances in indoor

environments. Prior to joining the NYS Department of Health, Mr. Malone worked for the NYS
Department of Environmental Conservation where he supervised hazardous material response and remediation
projects, was involved with stormwater permitting activities and provided guidance and regulatory oversight on a
variety of environmental programs.

Highlights of the New Fire Code: Counsel Julian Bazel and James Hansen

Director of Code Revision completed the herculean task of developing the new
Fire Code for New York City, the first comprehensive revision of the City’s fire
code since 1913. This daunting task presented major organizational challenges
and required that many different interests be harmonized.

Messrs. Bazel and Hansen successfully navigated the project past pitfalls and
obstacles--large and small--organizing and managing five Technical Committees,
a Managing Committee and an Advisory Committee of more than 30 outside
organizations; guiding the process of comparing the model International Fire
Code with the City’s Fire Prevention Code and Fire Department Rules and
determining the appropriate fire safety standards for New York City; revising the model code to incorporate New
York City standards and improve its clarity and terminology; coordinating with the NYC Department of Buildings to
ensure consistency with the new Building Code and other construction codes; shepherding the code through the
legislative processes; and implementing the new Fire Code via public education, innovative web site features and
the comprehensive repeal and re-promulgation of Fire Department rules that conform to the new code.
They succeeded in bringing forth a new Fire Code that is more modern, comprehensive and understandable. It
improves public safety by increasing the number of buildings and occupancies required to have fire safety and
evacuation plans and trained staff; strengthening provisions pertaining to fire apparatus access roads and rooftop
access and obstructions; requiring a fire safety manager and pre-fire plans on large construction sites; and
regulating hazardous materials that are not necessarily a fire hazard, but present hazards to emergency
responders in the event of fire. For completing this enormous project with painstaking care and uncommon
diplomacy, Julian Bazel and James Hansen are worthy recipients of the FDNY’s Administration Medal.

Mr. Bazel is a graduate of Oberlin College and of Northeastern University School of Law. During his tenure with
the City of New York, he has been the recipient of multiple awards, including most recently, the Administration
Medal in 2009 for his work in revising the Fire Code. When not working, he spends his time with his spouse
Susan, and with his twin children, Evan and Alison, of whom is he a proud and loving father.
