H. Kenneth Dillion Memorial Lecture

In recognition to the scholar and mentor that Dr. Dillon was, the AL AIHA, in collaboration with the Deep South Center for Occupational Health and Safety, holds the annual H. Kenneth Dillon Memorial Lecture. Dr. Dillon, an AL AIHA member, an AIHA fellow, and faculty of UAB School of Public Health was passionate about his research in industrial hygiene and particularly in his efforts to make healthier homes for underserved families.  

Henry Kenneth (Ken) Dillon, shared with all who knew him his love and devotion to his wife, children and family.  He was a spiritual man who volunteered at his church.  He also worked in the community to ensure that families in need had the ability to have healthy homes, free of contaminants that cause health problems such as asthma.  He loved to dance and was an excellent ballroom dancer.  

Dr. Dillon began his professional career in 1973 at Southern Research Institute in Birmingham, AL.  In 1982, he UAB’s School of Public Health Department of Environmental Health Sciences.  He brought his expertise and enthusiasm for chemistry and calculus to the Industrial Hygiene Program.  During his 22 years at UAB, he taught courses in environmental chemistry, air sampling and analysis, as well as others.  He served as advisor (in more ways than research!) to many master and doctoral level students. He was a respected colleague, friend and lunch partner to fellow faculty members who recall his passion for his research and love of teaching.  

The award recipient is determined by committee members appointed by the AL AIHA Executive Committee and faculty from the Deep South Center for Occupational Health and Safety.  The committee works together to select someone that emulates the intelligent and caring characteristics of H. Kenneth Dillon.
