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Decontaminating PPE is Subject of New
Document from AIHA

Pengfei Gao, of the NIOSH National Personal Protective
Technology Laboratory, is the lead author of Guidelines
for the Decontamination of Chemical Protective
Clothing and Equipment, recently published by the
American Industrial Hygiene Association (AIHA). Dr.
Gao is a member of AIHA’s Protective Clothing and
Equipment Committee. The guidelines offer
methodologies for decontaminating chemical protective
clothing (CPC) and equipment, including the most current
practices for regulatory compliance, decontamination
work plans, waste management, hazard and risk
assessments, CPC reuse, quality assurance, and training.
Dr. Gao's participation provided a means for NIOSH's
research and expertise on protective clothing and
equipment to be incorporated into the guidelines. The
views and policies expressed in the guidelines do not
necessarily reflect the views or policies of NIOSH.
